Message from the President
Why Did Join NHA?

Think back to why you joined NHA. | was born and
raised in Whittier and watched horses get zoned
out of the area. | moved to Fullerton and have
seen a huge decrease in horses there. | boarded
my horses in Anaheim and watched 2 other stables
in the area close and worried what | would do with
my horses if the remaining stable closed. | had a
yearling and felt that she needed more room to
grow than a stable allowed so | started looking for
the best place to raise
3 acres in Norco for my young horse and thought
that | would sell the property in 5 to 10 years. Well
that was almost 30 years ago and | am still here
and lost the horse last year at 29. However, there
are 10 more here to enjoy the 3 acres of rural living.
I am not Disney but | think my horses are happy
too.

I had not been a property owner in Norco for long
when | heard about NHA and joined immediately. |
had seen too many areas lose their rural
atmosphere and did not want to see that happen to
Norco. | did not want to be in a place where horses
were zoned out or where the property got so
valuable that high density housing took over and
the horses lost another place to live.

NHA led the cry to stop carving up the property for
high density housing. As you all know there is now
a half acre minimum property allowed. We have
seen large utility buildings built and the rest of the
back of the property paved so that there is no
longer a place to keep horses or other large
animals. NHA was there again to stop the building
of large utility buildings, twice. We have had
developers want to put in large truck depots that
would impact our streets and make it more of a
challenge to ride with big semis driving by. NHA
was there to protest the truck depots. NHA has
been there every time to remind commissions and
councils that those changes are not Norco. Our
city charter says we will have large lots and animal
keeping capabilities.

As you try to keep up with everything in your life,
dondédt forget why you
to our meetings and support our events so that
NHA can continue to support you and the reason
you moved to Norco and joined NHA.

Norconian Drive Closed

Norconian Drive has been closed because of safety
concerns. The street is in need of significant
improvement. The good news is the trail by the
church is still open.

At the August 2" City Council meeting, the city
estimated it would cost $500,000 to repave the
street. Since multiple projects that affect the area
are being reviewed, the city decided to close the
street until a comprehensive plan was adopted.
The street will probably be closed for at least one to
two years.

NHA will continue advocate for a better horse trail
on the street. This street has been on our Top 10
list of needed trail improvement for years.
